& Precautions for Oral Piercing Aftercare¢

1. Aftercare is cleaning, not disinfection, Please be careful +o kKeep your piercing clean,

2. Please wash your hands before and after touching the affected area and earring/piercing.

3. There is a lot of bacteria in the mouth, so please rinse your mouth several times a day.

For the first month, please rinse your mouth twice a day, once in the morning and once in the night, Please
also rinse your mouth immediately after eating, drinking or smoking.

(K varies from person to person, but in general it will take about 6 months until the piercing is fully healed))
Morning care: Clean any dirt accumulated while sleeping.

Night care: Clean any dirt accumulated during the day.

4. Please don’ 1 remove your piercing for about 3 months,

Removing the piercing when it is still healing can lead to infection and bleeding.

Please let us know if you need 1o remove it for any reason, We can help you remove the piercing safely if it
really must be removed.

5. The piercing screws on, Please make sure to tighten it occasionally.

6. Please don'’ 1 use alcohol mouthwash (i.e. Listerine) because its disinfectant properties are too strong
and may irritate your piercing.

Please use a non-alcohol cleaning solution (i.e. oxidative electrolyzed water)

We sell oxidative electrolyzed water in-store if you need any.,

You can also find isodine-based solutions in most drugstores,

7. Please only apply non-antibiotic substances, such as Vaseline, Neosporin contains antibiotics, so please
don’ t use it either unless your piercing is inflamed,

8. The oxidative electrolyzed water expires after 1 month, Please discard the bottle when it' s empty.
If the condition of your piercing isn’ 1 improving, please continue using a cleaning solution or a non-alcohol
mouthwash until its condition improves

9. Please refrain from touching your piercing directly as this can irritate it and lead to inflammation and
bleeding.

Please be careful to not scratch or put pressure on it while sleeping.

Please be careful when eating, speaking and brushing a teeth for a while because your mouth becomes very
sensitive after piercing. The piercing will be especially sensitive for the first 2 weeks.

Please don’ t eat spicy, salty, or sour foods after piercing.

Please don’ + engage in oral sex for about 1 month after piercing to avoid irritation, inflammation and
swelling.

10. After piercing, the affected area will be swollen, itchy, or may bleed for about 2 weeks after piercing.
I+ is normal for some dirt or gunk o show up on or around the affected area, Please continue cleaning it.

If you feel a pinch-like pain, this can mean that the affected areaisn’ 1 being cleaned completely. I+’ s possible
that there is hardened dirt near the pierced area, so please take care in cleaning the area carefully,

11. We will provide a longer bar for the piercing at first because it will be swollen for a while,
Please purchase and change your longer bar to a shorter one when the initial healing period is over.
Continued use of a longer piercing bar may cause the hole to slant or change shape.

12. If the affected area becomes itchy, please rinse it and apply Vaseline,

13. Please let us know if your piercing become painful, inflamed, or the condition of your piercing worsens
in any other way. Improper cleaning or any kind of stimulation to the affected area can result in its
condition worsening, We provide our services and assistance to all customers at any point in their
piercing’ s healing cycle, Please do not hesitate o consult us if you have any problems, questions, or

The oxidative electrolyzed water is only good for 1 month and is considered expired after that
point, Please discard the bottle when it' s empty.

Please continue using the solution or non-alcohol mouthwash

if the condition of the affected area hasn’' t+ improved yet,

Please don’ + scratch or apply pressure to your piercing.

Please refrain from touching your piercing directly as this can irritate it and lead to
inflammation and bleeding.

Please be careful to not scratch or put pressure on it while sleeping.

Please be careful when eating, speaking and brushing a teeth for a while because your mouth
becomes very sensitive after piercing.

Please don’ t eat spicy, salty, or sour foods after piercing,

Please don’ 1 engage in oral sex for about 1 month after piercing to avoid irritation, inflammation
and swelling.
